DC/14/1802/FUL  Paddock 2, The Street, Lound
Construction of a new sunken eco-dwelling and car parking
The Parish Council suspended their meeting and the Chairman invited members of the public to
give their views on this proposed development. After hearing opinions from members of the
public, the Parish Council meeting resumed. Councillors agreed to recommend refusal as this
proposal does not comply with the current Waveney Local Development Framework. However
councillors agreed that the proposed design was good, and much more acceptable than a
conventional 2 storey house. The Chairman agreed to draft a letter to Waveney District Council
planning department, which will be subject to amendment by councillors before posting.
